John served as the Senior Pastor of four 
congregations over 30 years, including 13 years at First Baptist Church of Columbia, 
MO. He currently serves as Executive Director Community Foundation of Central 
Missouri. John has been married to Judy for 38 years. They have three grown 
children and one exceptional grandson. John’s favorite pastimes are beekeeping, 
craft brewing, furniture making, gardening, performing, and enjoying music.
